EARLY BRONZE AGE MATERIALS FROM GULBISHCHE
SETTLEMENT

Key words: early Bronze Age, dwelling, fore-roof

Summary. Gulbishche settlement is located in the
Altai forest-steppe. On the site the remains of an early
Bronze Age dwelling have been found. The structure
was a rounded shape semi-subterranean with one hearth
in the center. Near the north-west wall of the structure
there was a pit with ceramics, lithic waste, broken bone
and stone tools. On the east side of the dwelling there
was a fore-roof over the entrance.

Gulbishche settlement (another name Peresheech-
noje VI) is located in the Altai forest-steppe on the east
shore of a channel-origin lake Gorkoje-Peresheechnoje
and 3.5 km SW of the Srosty river (Egorjevsky district
of the Altai Krai). The lake is surrounded on all sides
by forest getting right to the waterline. The archaeo-
logical site is located on a small cape and mostly in the
open area away from the pine forest. Its northern and
north-east parts borders on the significantly shallowed
bogged-up bay. The cape size is 180 x 75 m.

Total area of the site is ~ 0.4 sq. km. At present 74 sq. m
of the site area has been excavated. The chronology of the
archaeological complexes registered on the settlement is
quite wide — from the Neolithic to the Middle Ages [1; 2;
3]. Of a particular interest is the early Bronze Age complex
represented with ceramics, lithic industry, slag fragments
and a dwelling remains.

Unfortunately this dwelling has not yet been compltely
excavated. On the basis of the so far available data it may
be concluded that this was a frame-pole semi-subterrane-
an house deepened 0.3-0.4 m into the sub-soil level. The
shape of the structure was rounded, possibly oval. Depth
of the postholes is 0.1-0.5 m. In the dwelling we found one
hearth 0.9 m in diameter and 0.3 m deep. Near the north-
west wall of the structure there was a pit which apparent-
ly served for house-hold needs. It was deepened 0.1-0.2 m
into the dwelling floor. Its width was 0.65-0.77 m, length
1.9 m. In the pit there were pottery fragments, lithic waste,
broken bone and stone tools. There was no kitchen waste
in the pit. Judging by the postholes and the depth of the

there was a fore-roof. Apparently the entrance was located
on the same side facing the bogged-up bay and away from
the lake. This position was chosen because of the south-
west winds that are prevailing in this territory. That is, the
entrance was kind of “hidden” from the wind. High con-
centration of finds in this area suggested that it was under
the fore-roof that most of the household work was done.
The pottery is flat-bottomed, decorated with comb stamp,
scratched lines, and pit impressions along the whole sur-
face. Stone tools are represented by numerous bifaces and
the tools reflecting prismatic knapping technique.

At this stage a question about cultural attribution of
the early Bronze Age materials from Gulbishche settle-
ment has not yet been answered. Ceramics has certain
similarity to the materials of the Eluninskaya culture
dated back to the 25"-18" centuries BC [4, p. 7]. Howev-
er some ornament elements, as well as the highly devel-
oped lithic industry clearly suggested a rather complex
cultural genesis of this complex.

At present in the ODb river left bank area a series of
archaeological sites is being identified which were dated
back to the early Bronze Age but did not attributed to the
Eluninskaya culture. These are settlements with unique
ceramics and a high level of lithic industry development.
Apparently they existed synchronously with the Eluni-
no complexes but occupied different ecological nich-
es. A similar process was formed at that time in the Ob
river right bank area where, according to the researchers’
opining, the Krokhalevskaya and the Eluninskaya cul-
tures could develop in parallel [5; 6 and so on].
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
